Cllr Ingham advised that he was happy for his contact details to be published (email and 
mobile number). He also thanked the Parish Council for commissioning the Housing Needs 
Survey which would now link in with the new Local Plan and emerging Neighbourhood Plan. 
Cllr Jung suggested an idea for the Parishes Together fund: “Items of interest along Footpath 
walks” which had been mentioned at nearby Parish meetings he had attended.

16/031 SPEED ALONG THE B3179 /COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH:  Correspondence was received (App B) 

from concerned local residents regarding ongoing speed issues, specifically along Globe Hill but 
also around the Primary School (on Castle Lane).  A lengthy discussion took place and it was 
decided that the Parish Council should write to the East Devon HATOC (Highways and Traffic 
Orders Committee) and Cllr Stuart Hughes (Cabinet Member for Highways Management, DCC) 
expressing concerns from the local community and highlighting public safety with a request to

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consider urgent action before a fatality took place.  Any correspondence would be copied in to 
County Councillors Hughes and Channon.  An average speed check was suggested at each end of 
Woodbury Village which may act as a deterrent.  In the meantime, the Community Speed Watch 
group would be instigated and volunteers had already been sought.  Cllr McGauley asked to be 
involved and would contact the new PCSO to co-ordinate.  Details would be advertised in the 
next edition of the Woodbury News and a meeting scheduled in July or early August (date to be 
confirmed).  

  
16/032 RAIN INTENSITY ALARM FOR WOODBURY PARISH: A comprehensive report had already been 

circulated by Cllr Jung and he confirmed that the Environment Agency and Devon County Council 
would fund the entire cost of purchase, fitting of the unit and any appropriate training.  The 
maintenance would cost £140 +VAT per year and every 5 years the battery within the unit would 
need to be replaced at a cost of £85.  The alarm would be sited at an already identified location 
between Woodbury and Woodbury Salterton. The Parish Council agreed to fund the annual 
maintenance cost subject to a review after 5 years (P/S: Atkins/Bartlett – AIF).   

 
16/033 SHARED ACCESS – MOBILE MAST – WCPF:  An updated proposal had been received from the 

company who wish to install a telecommunications mast at Woodbury Community Playing Fields 
to improve mobile signal and coverage in the area. After a short discussion, it was agreed that 
the Parish Council were interested in principle and to respond to Shared Access asking what the 
next step was.   

 

16/034 NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN: The notes of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group meetings held on 
12 April, 26 April, 10 May and 24 May 2016 were received.  Cllr Pyne was present and advised 
that regular meetings were now being held with a view to speeding up the process.    

   
16/035 COUNCILLORS CONTACT DETAILS:  A discussion took place and there were differing views as to 

what information should be published on the Parish Council website and on noticeboards. It was 
agreed that the Assistant to the Clerk would contact all Councillors, ask for individual preferences 
and collate responses.  

 
16/036 COUNCILLORS' QUESTIONS: No decisions are made under this item, but matters may be 

discussed which involve no more than an exchange of information   
 

Jung Advised that Planning appeals were in progress for Hogsbrook Farm and could a full 
response be formulated for approval by the Parish Council.    

 
Atkins Advised that the Planning appeal for Foye, River Front, Exton was proceeding following 

refusal of permission under ref. 15/1619/FUL.  
 
Pyne Asked if a generic email address could be set up for each Councillor? Also queried the 

number of Agenda print outs provided at the meeting.  It was suggested that the Clerk 
provided 6 in total (including attachments) for all future meetings.
